What is it?  

This is an opportunity for you to  spend time (individually, as a couple or family, or with a small group of close friends)  in interac-
tive prayer, regardless of where you are in your walk with God.    

How is it done?  

In the worship center  you will find a prayer walk with designated stops.   At each one you'll find instructions and 

materials allowing you to participate in a prayer activity.   You'll use stones to acknowledge God, a compass and 
map to redefine your direction, water and pebbles to forgive and let go, and sand and sticks to aid in confes-

sion.  You'll be given an opportunity to have time alone with God before finishing the walk, with additional stops 

focusing on intimacy and purpose, perspective and victory, faith and finally praise.  

Who is it for?  

Everyone.  It is a no cost, no appointment needed, come as you are experience.   There is no child care available, so pre-schoolers 
are invited at parents discretion.   Remember sand, water and pebbles will all be used in a quiet, reverent setting.
